Site: Toenail, Unspecified
Nailplate/bed, multiple pieces; in aggr. 14x6x2.5 mm; Dry-Carn-KOH; 1 block ICD10: B35.1 (ICD9: 110.1)

Clinical Impression: - Onychomycosis B35.1, clip, please put infecting organism's name on report 666NTR
Description: Nailplate and nailbed form a thick cornified mass frayed by lytic clefts with numerous bulbous
fungal hyphae and other fungal elements visible on 4 microbial stains HematoxylinEosin, PAS and
AlcianBlue. Yeasts are not visible.

DIAGNOSIS: ONYCHOMYCOSIS, NAILBED, CONSONANT WITH TRICHOPHYTON SPECIES

Note:  Oral or topical medication and/or laser therapy are effective.
The morphologic changes are consonant with either Trichophyton rubrum or Trichophyton
mentagrophytes.
